Member Fees and Participation:

· Each member must take ownership of their own participation, attendance at meetings, and effort put forth in their job search.  Results are directly tied to the energy and level of effort put forth. 

· It is up to each individual group to decide how, when and where they will meet. The first group that started in Auburn, California decided to meet weekly. The individuals forming the group should have a desire to help others who are actively seeking work and to look for the next leaders of the group. The group president and vice president are responsible for three items. First, finding an appropriate meeting location.  Second, encouraging all members to promote themselves and the group to businesses and other job seekers in the area. The final and third responsibility is to create an open environment were all individuals feel welcomed and are able to share their ideas freely.

· A sponsor is responsible for making sure there are a president and vice president.  The sponsor observes and gives feed back to the President and Vice President, about their responsibilities. If the chapter disbands because everyone finds a job the sponsor can be contacted if someone wants to reform the group.
